�x�� Promoting experimentally-driven, visionary re-

search on new paradigms and networking concepts 

and architectures for the future internet. What re-

search? What type of testbeds? 

�x�� Building a large-scale experimentation facility to 

support research on networks and services by 

gradually federating existing and new testbeds for 

emerging or future internet technologies.  How to 

federate?
